A career member of the Senior Foreign Service with the rank of Minister Counselor, Kyle Scott took up his duties as Director of the Office of Russian Affairs in September, 2009.  He joined the office after completing a tour as Deputy Chief of the U.S. Mission to the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (USOSCE) in Vienna, Austria.
Mr. Scott's career in the Foreign Service has spanned more than 25 years and seven overseas postings, concentrating primarily on European and multilateral affairs.
